Incorporation of the University

3. (1) The first Chancellor and the first Vice-Chancellor of the
University and the first members of the Senate. the
Syndicate and the Academic Council and 2l persons who
may hereafler become such officers or members, so long
as they continue to hold such office or me: abership, are
hereby constituted a body corparate by the namc of "The
Punjabi University.”

(3) The Chancellor shall determine the amount of remuneration
and other conditions of service of the Vice-Chancellor:

**(4) In the event of the Vice-Chancellor being not in position
on account of illness, absence on leave or in any other
contingency, the Chancellor may, on the advice of the

State Government, appoint any person to act as Vice-.

Chancellor for the disposal of business during the period
the Vice-Chancellor is not in position. The person
temporarily appointed to discharge the functions of the
Vice-Chancellor shall hold office during the pleasure of
the Chancellor who shall also determine the emoluments
or allowances payable to the person so appointed.

The Vice-Chancellor shall be the principzl executive and
gcademic officer of the Universitv and shall exercise control
over 1ts affairs in accordance with the Statutes and
Regulations and give effect to the decisions of the
authorities of the University. He shall be ex-officio
Chairman of the Seante, the Syndicate, the Academic
Council and the Finance Committee and shall in {he absence
of the Chancellor, preside at any convocaton of the
University. He shall be entitled to be present at and address
any meeling of anv authority or other body of the
University.

The Vice-Chaneellor shall have the power of eonvening
meetings of the Senate, the Syndicate and Academic
Council. He may delegale this power to any other officer
of the Unmiversity.

It shall be the duty of the Vice-Chancellor to ensure that
the Act, Statutes, Ordinances and Regulations are faithfully
observed and he shall have all powers necessary for this
purppse.

If, in the apinion of the Vice-Chaneellor an emergency
has arisen which reguires immediate action to be laken,
the Vice-Chancellor shall take such action as he deems
necessary and shall report the same for confinmation st
the next meeting to the authority which, in the ordinary
course, would have dealt wath the matter:

Provided that if the action taken by the Vice
Chancellor is not approved by suthority concemed, he
may tefer the matter to the Chancellor whose decision
therzon shall be final;

Provided further that where any such action takea
by the Vice-Chanceller aflects any person in the service
of the University, such person shall he entitled 1o prefer,
within thirty days from the daie on which he receives
naotice of such action, an appeal w the Chanczllor.

CREATION OF TEACHING DEPARTMENTS
ANDAPPOINTMENT OF STAFF

Creation of Departments

The University shall establish such Departments as the Senate,

on the recommendations of the Academic Council and the

Syndicate, may decide from time to time.

Each Departiment shall consist of the following members,

namely:

(i) Teachers of the Department;

(if) Personsappointed to conduct rescarch in the Department;

(iif) The Dean of the Faculty concerned;

Appointment to the Teaching Posts

University teachers shall be of three categories, i.2. Professars,
Readers and Lecturers. They shall teach and engage in and
guide research under the general direction of the Vice-
Chancellor.

The Senate shall have power to determine, from time to time,
after considering the recommendations of the Academic Council
and the Syndicate, the Departments of study for which
Professomships, Readerships and Lecturerships shall be instituted.
The salaries and grades of Professors, Readers, Lecturers and
other persons holding teaching posts in the University and
University Colleges shall be fixed by the Senate on the
recommendations of the Academic Council and the Syndicate.
The Syndicate, however, shall be competent (a) to grant in
exceptional cases of approved service a personal allowance
not exceeding rupees one hundred per mensem to a teacher
who has attained the maximum of his grade and has put in
thereafter s period of not less than seven years of service and
(b) to allow, on the recommendation of the Vice-Chancellor
acecleraled promotion within the grade (o any member of the
Universirty teaching staff for meritorious work.

MNothing in these Statutes shall prevent the Syndicate from
miaking, in specigl cases shom-term or temporary apoinments
of teachers with special armangements as regards terms and
conditions of service.

Provident Fund* shall be cstablished for the benefit of

the officers of the University.

The University shall pay interest on all sums deposited in
the Provident Fund at a rate to be determined by the
Synd:icate from time to time. Such interest shall be yearly
placed to the credit of each depositor after making
deduction on account of premium to be paid to the Life
Insurance Corperation of India if he is covered under the
"Group Insurance Scheme'. For the purpose of calculation
of monthly balance of each depositor on which interest
for & moath is to be added, deductions made from the
salary of depositor on account ol subseription for amonth
on any dale of month, shall be treated to have been
deposited on the first of the month in which deductions
are made, In the case of subscriptions deposited in cash
by depositor, it will be treated to have been deposited an
the first of the month in which it is deposited before or
on the 5th of the month and on the first of the fullowing
month if it is deposited after the 5th of the month.

The accounts of the Fund shall
be audited once a year and each depositor shall be supplied
with a Pass Book which shall show the amounts for the
time being at the credit of the depositor and which shall

Subject 1o the provision of Clause (5) of this Statute, the
amount standing in the Fund at the credit of a subscriber
shall become payable on the death of a subscriber or on
his quitting the service of the University. But a subseriber
may be allowed, in accordance with the ordinances framed
by the Syndicate, an advance of a sum not excecding the
total amount subscribed by him at a rate of interest gne
percent higher than the rate at which interest is credited
0 subscnbers.

The Registrar shall cause to be maintained proper accounts

relating to the Fund, showing the amount for the time being at

the credit of each depositer, and the general state of the fund.

The accounts of the Fund shall be sudited once a vear and each

depositor shall be supplied with a Pass Book which shall show

the amounts for the time being at the credit of the depositor
and which shall be in such form as the Syndicate may, from
time to time, prescribe.

A depositor may make a declaration in Form A signed by him
and attested by two witnesses in his Provident Fund Pass Book
stating the name or names of the persons o whom he desires
thatin the event of his death the whole or any part of the amount
of his deposit shall be paid. Such nomination may, at any lime,
be revoked by the subseriber or replaced by a fresh nomination.
A register of such nominees shall be kept in the University office
IT the employee has made such a declaration, the payment shall
be made in accordance therewith and no succession certificate
shall be required. On such payment being made, the Universiry
shall be absolved of all liability in connection therewith. H:
however, no such declaration has been made. the payment shal|
be made to the legal heir or heirs of the depositor.

A Pension Fund to be called, The Punjabi University Pension
Fund, shall be established for the benefit of the employees cligible
under these Statutes by crzating a 'Corpus' from the Ung versity
share of the CPF and the Siate Government will continue to
provide to the University the CPF matching contribution in the
shape of annual grant-in-aid which will be added to this Fund.
This shall come in force on 1.4.90. No additional grant shall be
provided by the Punjab Government.

All whole time paid employees who were beneficiaries under

Provided that such University employee who shall not be
completing 10 years service including permissible previous
service, if any, at the time of superannuation shall be allowed ta
opt for CPF,

Emplovees of the Citegory mentione

d al 2 above who joined
the University before the date of issize of notification will be
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given an option to be exercised and conveyed to the Registrar's
Office within four months in the firm (to be prescribed by the
V.C.) if they wish to continue under the CPF Scheme or opt to
come over to Pension Scheme. If no option is exercised by
them within the stipulated period, such cmployees will be
deemed to have come over to the Pension Scheme. The existing
Statutes/Ordinances relating to CPF will remain operative for
employees who opt to continue to be governed by the CPF
Scheme.

The CPF beneficiarics who were in service on 1.4.90 but have
since retired and in whose case retirement benefits have also
been paid under the CPF Scheme and in case of such employees
as arc continuing in service and have obtained loanfadvance
oul of University share of CPF, will also have the option to
adopt Pension Scheme provided they refund to the University,
the University's contribution {matching) to their contributory
provident fund along with interest therean.

In the case of CPF beneficianes who were in service on | .4.90
but have since retired and in whose case the CP'F benefit has
not been paid, (on the date of 1ssue of orders) will be allowed
the retirement benefits as if they were bome on pensionable
esteblishment, unless they specifically opt out within four
months (o have their retirement benefits settled under the CPF
Scheme.

In the case of CPF beneficiaries who were in service on 1,.4.90
but have since died, either before relirement or after retirement
the case will be settled in accordance with pam 5 or 6 above as
the case may be.

REGULATIONS UNDER SECTION 19(1) AND 19(2)
OFTHE PUNJABI UNTVERSITY ACT , 1961

1. THE SENATE

Mectings of the Senate shall be held as laid down in Section

11(8) and (9) of the Punjabi University Acl. In addition the

senate shall meet in Convocation for the purpose of confeming

degrees, diplomas, titles, licences and marks of honour o such
date and at such ime as may be fixed by the Chancellor or the

Vice-Chancellor,

The Chancellor or, in his absence, the Vice-Chancellor shall

preside alany convocation of the Uniy ersity. At all other meetings

of the Senate, the Vice-Chancellor shall preside when he may
be present. In the absence of the Vice-Chancellor the Dean,

Academic Affairs shall preside at the meeting. In the absence

of Dean, Academic Affairs the members present shall elect a

chaimman 1o preside at the mecting.

(1) At a meeting of the Senate, 10 members shall form a
quorum except when the Senate meets in convoeation
for which there shall be no guorum

(1) If the fixed quorum is not present within half an hour
efter the lime appointed for the meeting, the meentng shall
not be held and the Registrar shall make 2 record of that
lact.

(i1} Anymember of the Senate mey, m the course of a meeting,
call the attention of the Chairman to the fixed quorum not
being present, and in the absence of the quorum, the
Chairman shall either dissolve or adjourn the meeting.

(iv) Anymeeting may be adjourned 1o 2 subsequent specified
date to conclude an unfinished business.
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The Regstrar shall, under the direction of the Vice-Chancellor,
give not lass than three weeks notice of the date of a meeting -
Provided that in the case of emergent meetings, the Vice-
Chaneellor may suspend or modify the operation of this rule.
Any matier which has been decided by the Senate may, within
aperiod of six months, be reconsidered by the Seaate, if moved
by the Vice-Chancellor under his own dircction or on 2
requisition made by one third of the members of the Senate or
twenty five members whichever number is less, at & special
meeting of the Senate convened for that purpose.
Any Fellow who wishes to move a resolution at an ordinary
meeting shall forwiard a copy of the resolution to the Registrar
s0 a3 lo reach him not less than two weeks before the date of
the meeting. He may withdraw the resolution by giving 2 wrilten
notice, which should reach the Registrar not less than two days
before the date of dispatch of the agenda papers.

The Registrar shall place the proposed resolution belore
the Vice-Chancellor, who shall direct him to inelude it in the
apenda, provided it 15 in clear and unambiguous terms. When a
resolution is not included in the apenda paper under orders of
the Viee-Chancellor, the Registrar shall intimate the fact to the
member stating the objection.

At a special meeting, only the business for which the

meeting is convened shall be transacted, provided that the Vice-
Chancellor may place before the meeling any other busimess
which he considers as of urgent character.
Mot less than seven days belore the date of a meeting the
Registrar shall, under the direction of the Vice-Chancellor, issue
to every member an agends paper, specifying the date, hour
and place of the meeting and the ftems of business to be brought
before the meeting

Provided that the Vice-Chancellor may bring before the
meeting any business which is urgent with shorter notice or
without placing the same on the agends paper.
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At any meenng it shall be cpen to a member to move for a
change in the order of business as stated on the agenda paper.
If the motion is agreed to by the majonity of the members present
at the meeting, the business shall be trensacted in the changed
order.

The following cateporics of reselutions may be moved without

previous notce :

(1) Relating Lo urgent business brought forward by the Vice-
Chaneellor, but not included in the agenda.

{2} For a change in the order of business as stated in the
agenda papet.

{3) Directing the Syndicate, or any other University body, to
review or reconsider its recommendation or decision
which may be under consideration at the meeting, and
repart 10 a subsequent meeting of the Senate.

(4) For appointment of a commitiee to consider and report
on any maller before the Senate at the time.

(5) Remitting any matter before the Senate at the time to any
University body for consideration and report.

(6) Adjournment of the debate on any question 1o a subsequent
meeting or adjournment of the meeting,

{7} A motion that "the guestion be now put.”

(8) A motion of congralulations or condolence, or vate of
thanks with permission of the Chainman.

[9) Any other motion with the consent of the Chairman and
permission of the majority of the members present 2t the
meeting,

(i) Proposals snbmitted by the Vice-Chancellor or the
Symdicate and entered upon the notice of the meeting shall
be dealt with as molipns before such meetng without
being proposed and seconded. Every other motion must
be reduced to writing and read out by the mover, and
shall be delivered o the Registrar.

A resolution standing in the name of a member who iz
absent from the meeting may be moved by any other
member,

A motion must be seconded; otherwise it shail drop.
Every amendment o a resolution must be seconded;
otherwise it shall drop.

The order in which amendments to a resolution are to he
moved shall be determined by the Chairman.

An amendment 10 a resolution shall be (1) by feaving out
certain words, or (2) by inserting or adding certain words,
or (3) by leaving out certain words W insert or add other
words. The amendment must be relevant to the resolution
under consideration and must be so worded that, if carried,
the question as amended would form an intelligible and
consistent whole. The amendment must not be virtually
an independent proposition.

Not more than one amendment to the resolution shall be
placed before the meeting at a time.

When there is an amendment proposed, the amendment
shall be put to the vole. 1f the amendment is neganived,
any other amendment (o the original motion may then be
moved.

IT the amendment is carned, the molion 2s amended

shall be stated from the Chair and voted upon. If the
amendment is lost and no {urther amendment is proposed,
the original motion shall be put o the vote,
No resolution/amendment shall be withdrawn without the
consent of the meeting. Such consent may be presumed
if the mover states his miention to withdraw and no dissent
is Forthwith expressed by any member. When an
amendment has been proposed to a resolution, the original
motion cannot be withdrawn until the amendment hes
been disposed of. The order in which amendments shall
be brought forward for the debate shall be determined by
the Chairman.

Any member who wishes to move & resolution at an ordinary
meeting shall forward a copy of the resolution to the Registrar

notice which should reach the Registrar not fewer than two
days before the date of the despatch of agenda paper,

In the case of equality of votes, the Chairman shall have a

No member shall have & right to speak more than once in the
course of the discussion of & motion or of an wmendment,
except the proposer of the motion who shall have the night to
reply at the close of the discussion of the molion.

Provided further that at such mectings only such subjects
as the signatories to the requisition have set forth in the
requisition shall first be brought forward and disposed of.

The Registrar shall, ordinarily, at least seven days before each
meeting of the Academic Council, issue lo cach member, a
nuolice-convening the meeting and a copy of the agenda :

Provided that in the case of emergent meeting. the Vice-
Chancellor may suspend or modify the operation of this rule.
The Vice-Chancellor shall be the Chairman of the Academic
Council, In his absence the Dean, Academic AfTairs shall preside
over the meeting. In the absence of Dean, Academic Affars,
the Academic Council shall ¢lect s own Chairman for the
meeting from amongst the members present,

At a meeting of the Academic Council 173 of total members
shall form a quorum.

Business not included in the agenda as sent 10 the members
may only be taken up by permission of the Council given by 2
two-hird majority vote; provided that{a) any recommendation
to the Syndicate and (b) any business falling within the sphere
of a Board of Studies which has not been considered by such
Board, shall, if they were not included in the apgenda, only be
taken up by a unanimous vote of the Council.

The Registrar shall be the ex—officie Seeretary. In the absence
of the Registrar, person performing the dutics of the Registrar
shall aer as Secretary.
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All proposals brought forward for the consideration of the
Academic Council, shall be decided by a majority ol votes. The
Chairman may, at his discretion decide that any matier may be
so decided by a secret ballot or by show of hands :

Provided that approval of (i) routine item(s) or of urgen:
matter (8) of non-controversial nature could he sought through
circulation; (i1) the Viee-Chancellor could, if deemed necessary,
seek confirmation of the recommendation (3} made hy the
Standing Committee of the Academic Council through
circulation.

All amendments to any proposal shall be put up before the
proposal itself, the last amendment being put up first and, 1f
carried other amendments incansistent with it shall be treated
as rejected.

IV. FACULTY

Meetings of the Faculty shall be called by Deputy/Assistant
Registrar (Moetings) in consultation with the Dean of the Faculty
as and when considered necessary. Generally the annual
mectings shall be held latest by 31st January.
Mot less than ten days before the date of the meeling, the office
shall issue o every member apenda papers specifying the date,
hour and place of the meeting and the ilems o be brought
before the meeting,

Provided that with the permission of the Dean, more items
may be placed before the meeting throngh supplementaryitable

agenda.
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At a mecting of the Faculcy cne-third of the total number af
members compnsing the Faculty or eight whichever is less
shall eonstimure the quorum, In the event of the fixed quorum
not being present gt any meeting of the Faculty, the Vice-
Chanceller shall be competent to take [inal decision in
consultation with the Dean in respect of matters on the agendsz
for that meeting of the Faculty.

All proposals brought forward for the consideration of Faculty
shall be decided by a majority of votes, The Champerson may,
at his discretion, decide that any matter may be so decided hy
a secret ballot or by show of hands. The Chairperson meay give
his own vate and on equalily of votes, shall have a second or
casting vote.

The Faculty may transact ils business in a meeting. However,
in-emergent cases; this could be done through circulation also
The Faculty, if so desired, may appoint sub-committee/s for
any purpose concemning the functions of the Faculty. But the
decisions/recommendations of the sub-committee/s shall be
subject to confirmation by the Faculty at its nex! meeting.

In the absence of the Dean, the members present in the meeting
will choose its own Chairperson for the meeting from amongst
the members present through censensus,

The Faculty shall not have the power to amend any drafl
proposed by the Board of Studies but may retum it to the Board
of Studies for reconsideration, either in whaole or in part, topether
with any amendments which the Faculty may sugpest, or reject
it, after it has been submitted for the second fime.

Discussion on the appointment of examiners shall be treated as
confidential.

Every amendment o & regulation must be duly seconded
otherwise 1t shall drop.
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V. BOARDS OF STUDIES

Meelings of the Boards of Studies shall be called by the Deputy’
Assisant Registrar (Meetings) in consultation with the Chair-
person of the Board as and when considered necessary.
Generally the annual meetings shall be held latest by 30th
November,

Not less than ten days before the date of the mecting. the office
shall issue ta every member agenda papers specifying the date,
hour and place of the meeting and the items o be brought
before the meeting.

Provided that with the permission of the Chairperson more
items may be placed before the meeting through supplementary/
lable agenda.

The guorum of the Board shall be one third of the total members
subiect to a minimum of three members,

A Board of Studics may transact its business in a meeting.
However, in emergent cases, this could be done through
circulation also.

Discussion on the appointment of examiners shall be treated as
confidential,

The Board, if so desired, may appoint sub-committee’s for any
purposes concerning the functions of the Board.

The decisions/recommendations of the sub-committee/s
shall be placed before the Board for approval. Provided that in
case of emergency, these recommendations could be accepted
by the Chairperson,

In the absence of Chairperson, the members present in the
meeting will choose its own Chairperson for the meeting from
amangst the members present through consensus,

All proposals brought forward for the consideration of the Baurd
of Swudies, shall be decided by majority of votes.

The Chairperson may give his own vote and, on equality of
votes, he shall have a second or casung vote.
